Participation in this health insurance plan is a requirement of the 
North Dakota University System.  Failure to pay for your health insurance has 
two immediate consequences: 

1.  You cannot show that you have health insurance if you need to see a 
doctor 

2. A hold has been placed on your student account that will prevent you 
from registering for your classes next semester. 

You can pay for your health insurance by submitting payment to Student 
Account Services in Twamley Hall.   
 
If you have already paid for your health insurance, the payment will be 
submitted to the insurance company and the card sent to the OIP.  We will 
email you when the cards arrive.
