Altru Health System has dedicated its entire OB/GYN Department, located on
forth floor of the Main Clinic Building, to serve as the clinical care center (CCC).
The CCC is 7,800 square feet and includes 8 physicians and 2 nurse practitioners
specializing in women’s health.

Considerable effort has gone into making the concept of integrated care a reality
at Altru. They have a system wide open referral pattern that is patient centered.
They have a model of care featured in the Altru Diabetic Center model that uses
EBM (evidence based medicine) based guidelines to guide care of the system’s
diabetic patients. The plan is to adapt and adopt this model for the CCC.

+ Lifestyle issues important for health promotion and disease prevention, in-
cluding diet and nutrition, exercise and fitness, and smoking cessation and

For the medical school assessment, the education committee will use the Association of American Medical
Colleges (AAMC) Curriculum Management Information Tool (CurrMit) that contains all block objectives and
topics for the first two years of medical school. They have also discussed a process for studying the Patient
Centered Learning (PCL) cases and a process for discussing and implementing changes in both these as well as in
the content of basic science and clinical lectures. For the case-based learning format, they will review all PCL
cases and propose changes to the block committees based upon the assessment. For basic and clinical lectures,
they will examine block and lecture objectives and propose expansions of material to address specific women’s
health issues. They also plan to develop specific lectures on topics in women’s health for the medical students
curriculum. They have discussed the process of data collection in years three and four (clinical years), which
pose greater challenges because they involve a community-based instruction format, in clinical settings.
They have developed a grid containing the women's health competencies that will be used in the curricular
assessment process which is based upon the Association of Professors of Gynecology and Obstetrics (APGO) and
National Association of Women in Higher Education (NAWHE) recommendations regarding competencies in
women's health.
