Mythological Heroes in Anime

As an avid convention attendee, | have had the opportunity to
attend many sessions, events, and panels. Of these, my personal
favorite, held at Anime Central 2000, was a session by Crispin
Freeman* titled “Mythological Heroes in Anime.” Based on the
title, 1 expected this to be a talk comparing anime characters to
mythological characters. In a sense this was true, but the talk
covered so much more.

The session started with a 45 minute video of an interview
with Joseph Campell (author of The Hero with a Thousand Faces
and The Power of Myth) with scenes from different anime series
spliced in to illustrate the points Joseph Campbell was making.
When the video ended, a discussion started that bounced from
religion to religion comparing philosophies, myths, beliefs, and
practices, and all of this was while discussing different anime
characters and their journeys. One of the main points that kept
coming up was that of the epic mythological journey of
transformation that so many anime characters seem to undergo
over the course of a movie or series. The participants as a whole
seemed to feel that this journey is one of the reasons that anime
is so popular; and the lack of this type of journey in United States
entertainment (with the exception of Luke Skywalker in Star Wars
and Neo in the Matrix) is the reason that anime is becoming more
widely accepted and viewed in the United States.

Crispin Freeman’s knowledge of religion, philosophy,
mythology, and anime helped to make the session most enjoyable
and educational. Without even pausing, Mr. Freeman could bounce
from religion to religion and culture to culture. When the two hours
ended, no one in the session was ready to leave and it took some
time for the convention staff to end the discussion and move us all
out of the room. This session could very easily have been taught
as a religion and philosophy or mythology colloquium/class at a
university instead of as a two hour session at an anime convention.

With this year’s convention run right around the corner, if you
happen to have the opportunity to attend Anime Central, make
sure to stop by Crispin Freeman’s “Mythological Heroes in Anime”
session.
